Record Carbon Seat Post

The Record Carbon seat post is one
of the projects developed in sym-
biosis with the requirements of a
market always with a closer eye
open for innovations.

Ever since its market launch, the
Record Carbon seat post has
proven to be a hugely successful
product, with very precious char-
acteristics - especially in terms of
weight and reliability. Moreover,
the increasing demand for sloping
frames has encouraged Campa-
gnolo to design a new model to
complete its range of available
products.

This requirement saw the develop-
ment of the 350 mm Record Carbon
seat post providing cyclists with a
Campagnolo product ensuring very
high quality and performances.
The extra 100 mm in length means
that this seat post can be inter-
faced with all kinds of sloping
frame available on the market to
ensure maximum user safety.

New fixing clamp

The two seat post versions (250
and 350 mm) will be accompanied
by a new fixing clamp. This new
type of clamp is not only one of
the lightest on the market at 21
gr but alsa embraces a revalutianary
tightening system far maximum
safety. The asymmetrical design of
the Campagnolo clamp and the
proximity of the locking screw to
the seat tube are intended to
prevent damage, unlike
conventional symmetrical bands
with a locking screw same distance
from the stem. Tightening a locking
screw positioned at a distance
from tube means that a traditional
symmetrical band exerts irregular
pressure on the circumference of
the seat post tube, crushing it
and increasing so the risks of
structural failure. The new
asymmetrical design with the locking
screw almost at a tangent ta the
seat post tube ensures uniform band
pressure over the entire
circumference of the tube, thus
reducing the possibility of damage.

Hiddenset TTC Headset

Hiddenset headsets are proving to be
extremely successful with tap-of-the-
range bicycles thanks to their low
weight and straightforward design. The
fact that the bearings are hidden
inside the steering tube achieves a for-
mal elegance for the bicycle and
unprecedented styling coherence. It
can well be said that this type of head-
set is the future of bicycles.
Campagnolo offers a range af
steering headsets second to none
in terms of variety and quality,
with conventional, threadless and
integrated versions. This year,
Campagnolo presents the TTC (Tall
Top Cap) version of the 1-1/8"
Hiddenset, dedicated to riders
seeking a higher stem position
without having to fit spacers of
doubtful technical and formal
value between the stem and the
headset itself.

So here's the Hiddenset 1-1/8"
TTC, which differs from the model
launched last year only in terms
af the top-cap, which is about

10 mm higher.

This not only avoids manual data
input errors but also means that
another wheel can be used without
having to carry out any re-progrom-
ming operations: simply set the
self-learning function and pedol:
the computer immediately calcu-
lates and stores sprocket data!
Wheel chonge (even when racing)
will never again cause computer
readout errors: ErgoBrain recog-
nizes every sprocket combination.
The self-learning function can only
be exploited if the pedal cadence
sensor is fitted.

position indication

ErgoBrain displays chain position
through icons and also continually
indicates the number of teeth
used by the chainring-sprocket
combination.

Stopwatch

The "Stopwatch" function is
undoubtedly one of the functions
most useful to cyclists:

it keeps track of all partial data
without ever sacrificing summary
data detailing the entire route.

In this way, the computer indi-
cates average speed, distance
covered, time intervals and maxi-
mum speed for a section of the
route selected using the camputer
pushbuttons.

For example, the Stopwatch can be
used to provide details about the
hill climb during an outing, at the
same time as all information for
the entire trip.

Gear development

The "gear inch" function indicates
the distance covered with one
complete crankset revolution: by
processing the data indicating
wheel circumference and the
chainring-sprocket combination in
use, ErgoBrain calculates how far
the bike travels for each complete
turn of the crank.

This is extremely useful informa-
tion for verifying training progress
as well as avoiding ineffective
gearing overlaps.

It is more useful than the pure
ratio between the number of
chainring teeth and the sprocket:
while retaining the same ratio,
progression is affected by the
diameter of the wheel used. This
means that different wheels (e.g.
26", 28") provide different gear
inch at the same gear ratio. Or,
from another standpoint, if we use
a wheel with a larger or smaller
diameter but wish to maintain the
same gear inch, we have to change
the gear ratio. Then, having
established the gear inch best
suited to personal training, it can
be maintained perfectly regardless
of the type of wheel maunted:
simply change the gear ratio.

The simple indication of the pure
numeric ratio would not enable
riders to do this.

Back-lit screen

Back-lit screen means that
ErgoBrain functions can be
exploited even in the event of
night training. Once fitted, back-
lit screen is activated by pressing
any of the Ergopower pushbut-
tons: the display lights up far the
time needed to read data and
then shuts down until a pushbut-
ton is pressed again. To avoid
accidental use of the functian
and, consequently, undesirable
loss of battery charge, back-lit
screen functian is deactivated at
the end af each ride and re-activ-
ated only during the next ride.

Acoustic functions
Acoustic functions are ideal far a
complete training program.

There are as many as faur such
functions, depending on the kind
of training session required.

The first is dedicated ta SPEED
training: having set a speed, the
camputer emits a signal if the rider
drops below a defined threshald
and emits a second signal when
this threshold is exceeded.

The second is used for PEDAL
CADENCE training: having defined
the reference pedal cadence, if
the rider drops below the set
threshold the camputer emits a
beep at each pedal strake until
cadence increases.

The third is used for SPRINT-AND-
REST BURSTS: having set effart and
rest times, the computer indicates
haw much time is left for each peri
od (with an acoustic signal at the
start and end of each periad) and
the number af sprint-and-rest
bursts perfarmed. The faurth cam-
bines the second and third func-
tians: the set pedal cadence must
be maintained in the effart interval.
